 On August 6th, we will travel to north St. 
Charles County to tour the home of the Missouri 
Wing: Commemorative Air Force which is located at 
the St. Charles County Smartt Airport. We will be 
able to view the B-25J “Show Me” that day. 
 Some history: In January 1941, the Navy at 
St. Louis's Lambert Field began full primary training. 
Since Lambert was a very busy airport, also being 
used by the 
Army and the 
manufactur -
ers, inexperi-
enced student 
pilots were not 
allowed to solo. The Navy 
traveled 11 miles north and eventually p u r -
chased several hundred acres from Ruth Neubeiser. 
An initial $250,000 was spent building a 2,000 ft. oc-
tagonal mat, a hangar, and barracks. Navy flight 
training students were organized into two units - the 
port and starboard wings. In the morning, one wing 
would fly while the other attended classes and other 
activities. In the afternoon, it was the opposite. Stu-
dents were bused to and from Neubeiser for their so-
los. A considerable number of aircraft were kept at 
Neubeiser as well as ground crewmen who service 
the aircraft and lived there. The facility was later re-
named Smartt Field in honor of Ensign Joseph 
Smartt who was killed in the Japanese attack on NAS 
Kaneohe Bay, Hawaii on December 7, 1941. 
 Delivered to the USAAF as 44-31385 in Janu-
ary of 1945, their B-25J stayed in service as a trainer 
up until it was retired and put into storage at Davis 
Monthan AFB, AZ in 1958. It found its home with the 
Missouri Wing of the Commemorative Air Force in 

1982 and was officially renamed "Show Me" with a 
civil registration of N345TH. There is a possibility that 
we may have a photo op with this plane. 
 We will meet at Hardees's on North Hwy. 94 
and caravan to Smartt Field. From St. Louis, take 
Hwy 370 crossing the Missouri River. Make a right 
and Hardees's is just up the road to your left. We are 
meeting at 8:45 am and leaving at 9 am. Come ear-
lier if you plan to eat.  
 Since the CAF relies on donations for their 
funding, we will be passing the hat. Please be gener-
ous. Around noon, we will be heading to Trailhead in 
St. Charles for lunch. 
 On August 21st, the 
second tour of the Warm 
Springs Ranch will take 
place. For those with tickets, 
we will caravan from the shop-
ping mall located just across from 
the McDonalds located at exit 214 
at Lake St. Louis, north of Hwy. 70.
